Meeting Outline

The purpose of this meeting is to create a crisis and safety plan that integrates Wraparound principles.  This plan focuses on identified crisis or crises defined by the youth and/or family. The crisis and safety planning is prioritized according to: youth and family voice and choice followed by seriousness and likelihood of occurrence. 

Prior to this meeting a framework for the plan would already be in development from information gleaned from a variety of sources. This could include: information from the engagement phase, mental health crisis plans, school safety plans, CANS, legal mandates, and information on how the youth/family defines crisis. 

· Introductions
a. Welcome team members 
b. Introduce yourself & purpose of meeting
c. Have team members introduce themselves and their role/relationship to the family & youth

· Review how the youth and family have defined crisis 

· Review how the youth and family have identified what leads to a crisis for them:
a. According to location: home, school, community, etc. 
b. Across all 12 Life Domains

· Review what the youth and family have identified happens during the crisis cycle:
a. Warning signs and triggers
b. Successful strategies in the past
c. What has not been successful and needs to be avoided

· Develop detailed proactive/prevention component
a. Include youth and family preferences (preferred intervention, supportive services, hospitals, advanced directives, etc) 
b. Include contact list of key individuals (friends, family, respite provider, etc) who will be supporting the plan and their specific roles and responsibilities 

· Develop detailed reactive/intervention component
a. Include youth and family preferences (preferred intervention, supportive services, hospitals, advanced directives, etc) 
b. Include contact list of key individuals (friends, family, respite provider, etc) who will be supporting the plan and their specific roles and responsibilities
